Building up her career development, she has been applying
biodiversity informatics on big data to uncover the hidden patterns of
biodiversity of marine species from shallow to deep water. She is also
interested in understanding the driving factors (ecological and
evolutionary process) that shape current and future distribution
ranges of marine species. Her research highlights biodiversity
monitoring that has been globally used to inform the policymakers
addressing the issues of climate change and biodiversity loss.
